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ATTENTION ALL IEHJA EXHIBITORS

Please remember that riders must be members in good standing and horses must be
registered with IEHJA at the time of competing in order for either to earn points towards
IEHJA year-end awards.

For divisions based on the horse/rider combination, the rider must be a current IEHJA
member in good standing and the horse must be currently registered with IEHJA. This
includes the following divisions: walk/trot, cross-rail, green rider, short stirrup, long
stirrup, rusty stirrup, low JR/AM Rider and JR/AM Rider.

For divisions based on the rider, the rider must be a current IEHJA member in good
standing. This includes the following division: JR/AM equitation.

For divisions based on the horse, the horse must be registered with IEHJA. This
includes the following divisions: baby green hunter, green hunter, low hunter, modified
hunter, beginner jumpers, hopeful jumpers, modified jumpers, pre-training jumpers,
training jumpers and open jumpers.

IEHJA MEDAL CLASS EXHIBITORS

Please remember that in order to earn points towards qualifying for the Year-End Medal
Finals as well as the Year-End Medal Awards, both you and your trainer/coach must be
an IEHJA member in good standing. You cannot earn points if either you or your
trainer/coach is not a current IEHJA member at the time you compete.
