News from the Inland Empire Show Series 
 
Last year, the Inland Empire Show Series at 
McCoy Equestrian Center started with a turn 
out of around 20 – 30 horses per show. This 
year their March show had a turn-out of 70+ 
horses and an April turn-out of 96 horses! This 
helped the show series buy a set of new jumps 
for the Inland Ring. Jumper Riders, that means 
no more confusing “post & rail” jumps that are 
all clones of each other! 
 
EXCITING CHANGE FOR IEHJA 

 
Continuing in our goal to provide a positive show 
experience for our exhibitors, the IEHJA 
Executive Board has made the decision to 
remove the term “schooling” from all show 
series and replace it with “IEHJA Recognized”.
